1. Scope of Tender

1.1 The tenderer shall supply sufficient number of fully covered
container trucks/vehicles having metallic body of sufficient
thickness, preferably bullet/tamper proof with secure tamper proof
double locking arrangement with Global Positioning System
(GPS), CCTV and Hooter for the transportation of bank notes
packed in boxes from:
(i) Railway Stations / Airports / Presses / any other places to
RBI, Ahmedabad and vice versa.
(i) RBI, Ahmedabad to various locations in the state of Gujarat
and Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Diu-Daman and vice-versa.
(iii) Currency Chests located under the jurisdiction of other RBI
Offices and vice versa.

(iv) RBI, Ahmedabad to other offices of RBI and vice versa.

2. Prohibited Practices

2.1 The Bank requires that tenderers, suppliers, contractors,
interested in having business relationship with the Bank, observe
the highest standard of ethics during the period of contract /
engagement. In pursuance of this policy, the Bank:

(a) defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms

set forth below as Prohibited Practices:

Commencement / Renewal:

On receipt of intimation from the Bank of the acceptance of tender(s), the successful
tenderer(s) shall be bound to execute and implement the contract.

States in force in the States concerned.

The contractor shall make all applicable statutory payments like Minimum Wages, Employee
Provident Fund (EPF), Employees’ State Insurance Corporation (ESIC), payment of Gratuity
under Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972 to their deployed Workmen as per the notification
published by Central Govt. / State Govt. whichever is higher from time to time, besides paying
all other statutory payments.
